RESOLUTION
TO URGE THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY TO OPPOSE HB0366/SB1604

WHEREAS, many counties in Tennessee are experiencing substantial rates of growth and
development and the costs of such growth often borne by the local governments; and

WHEREAS, as part of the development process, regional planning commissions and
local governments currently require developers to dedicate rights-of-way as a condition of
approving the development so that such rights-of-way may be used by the local governments for
future road and utility improvements which provide a direct benefit to such property; and

WHEREAS, HB0366/SB1604 would prohibit local governments from requiring
dedications of such rights-of-ways as a condition of plat approval and would instead require local
governments to purchase the needed right-of-way; and

WHEREAS, requiring local governments to purchase the land, which would otherwise
have been under their control, will result in a substantial mandatory recurring cost to local
governments; and

WHEREAS, the Tennessee General Assembly Fiscal Review Committee estimated that
the cost to local governments would be in excess of $1,000,000 annually; and

WHEREAS, HB0366/SB1604 would result in local government taxpayers subsiding
private developers;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of
Putnam County, meeting in session on this day of , 2021, that the
Tennessee General Assembly is strongly urged to oppose this legislation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County Clerk shall mail certified copies of this
resolution to the members of the Tennessee General Assembly representing the people of
Putnam County.

RESOLUTION
TO URGE THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY TO OPPOSE
HB0694 and SB0612

WHEREAS, the Putnam County Emergency Communications District,

hereafter known as Putnam County E-911, was established in August,
1988, and

WHEREAS, Putnam County E-911 receives all E-911 calls made within
Putnam County and has since 911 was formed, and

WHEREAS, Putnam County E-911 dispatches emergency and non-
emergency calls for service for Emergency Medical Services, Fire, Rescue,
and Emergency Management Agency, and

WHEREAS, calls for Law Enforcement are connected with a Dispatcher at
Cookeville Police Dispatch, Putnam County Sheriff’s Office Dispatch,
Tennessee Technological University Police Dispatch, or Tennessee
Highway Patrol Communications, and

WHEREAS, a shared Computer Assisted Dispatch (CAD) system connects
the Putnam County E-911 Center with Cookeville Police Dispatch and
Putnam County Sheriff’s Office Dispatch, thus allowing for immediate call
processing time, and

WHEREAS, there are currently three forms of dispatching across the state
and each county is allowed to choose what is best for it, and

WHEREAS, the legislature is considering HB694/SB612 which would take
away a county’s choice of how we run our 911 system and what’s best for
each community, and

WHEREAS, we believe these type choices are best made at the local level
and if this bill passes would create an unfunded mandate on counties, and

WHEREAS, the cost to change our 911 system would be in excess two
million dollars ($2,000,000), which would have to be paid by our citizens
and taxpayers should not be burdened with this expense, and



NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County
Commissioners of Putnam County, meeting in regular session on this 15th
day of March, 2021, that the Tennessee General Assembly is requested to
strongly oppose this legislation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the county clerk shall mail certified
copies of this resolution the members of the Tennessee General Assembly

representing the people of County.
