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Putnam County Parks and Recreation League Guidelines

[bookmark: _GoBack]It is the goal of Putnam County Parks and Recreation (PCPR) to assist and foster the growth and expansion of all youth leagues currently using our facilities. It is our desire to greatly improve and expand the facilities with which we are currently charged with managing and maintaining. PCPR’s role is not one of interference or direction of interclub or league policies or decisions. PCPR’s role is to provide a quality playing facility for all leagues and help plan for future growth of facilities as needed. 

Scheduling Guidelines and Procedures

ALL events using a PCPR facility must be scheduled and approved through the department office. Any events occurring without the express permission from the PCPR office will be viewed as trespassing and you will be asked to leave the facility. League presidents are to communicate the schedule of their teams to the PCPR office no later than one week prior to the beginning of their season. Any relevant practice schedules must be provided to the PCPR office one week prior to the start of practice as well. If these schedules are not provided within one week of the season a fine of $150 a week will be assessed to the league. It is the understanding of PCPR that things will change, as the season progresses, however a general schedule must be provided and changes will be allowed as weather and situations dictate. 

Field Condition Policy

It is the goal of PCPR to determine when to stop or cancel games due to unsafe field conditions or when play would be detrimental to field quality. There is an explicit difference between the point at which referees will stop game play based on unsafe conditions and the point at which PCPR will stop games in order to preserve field quality. The referees always have the authority to stop games and/or prevent from being played for safety reasons; however PCPR holds ultimate authority to stop games from a safety standpoint and/or to protect field quality. The ruling of PCPR will ultimately supersede the referee’s decision.

Please note: It is the general consensus to err on the side of caution at all times. This includes preemptively canceling games on the front end and perhaps resulting in canceling games erroneously once or twice because of suspected bad weather on its way. 

Rainout Policy:

If PCPR or officials call a game due to weather or field conditions, it is the responsibility of the league president to communicate with the PCPR office in order to schedule the makeup game at the next suitable time. If the facility is closed due to weather or field conditions and the field is still used without the permission of PCPR then the league will be fined $150 for each team found to be using the field illegally. PCPR will work diligently to notify the league presidents as early as possible of rainouts. 

League Application Policy:

Each league must completely fill out a league application and attach all of the necessary documentation and deliver to the PCPR office at least a week prior to the beginning of the season. A new application and documentation must be provided at the beginning of each season as some of the information may change. 

League Fees:

In order to remain fair and objective across the board for all leagues, each league will be assessed a $20 fee for each athlete for each season (Fall and Spring). It is the responsibility of the league to provide an accurate number of athletes participating in the league within two weeks after the start date of league play. 

Outside Usage Policy:

Any other outside users not directly associated with a non-profit league will be charged a rate of $15 per hour for the use of fields. This goes for tournaments, camps, games, or any other types of events. Payment is required a minimum of 24 hours in advance of event. Any overage of the initial agreed upon time will result in an additional charge of $15 per hour over the initial agreement. 


PCPR reserves the right to amend these rules as necessary. PCPR management shall have final ruling over all complex issues, including any rules/issues not addressed in these regulations. Failure to comply will result in actions that may include, but are not limited to, disciplinary hearings, ejection from facility and/or arrest.
